Dear Friends: 
 
For over four decades, I've had the privilege of sharing aspects of life and death with so 
many great families. One of the true graces of being a priest is the joy of sharing weddings, 
baptisms, first communions, and first confessions with so many wonderful people. The other 
powerful aspect of priestly ministry is being present to walk with folks as they celebrate the passing of people 
they love.  
 
I've tried to offer help, counsel, and advice to many as they struggled, even if their faith is strong, to put the 
experience of death into a healing perspective. 
 
Now it's my turn! There is no easy way to lose a part of your heart. And in my family, my mom was certainly 
our heart. With her unconditional love and goodness, she was our family anchor. How blessed we were to have 
her these 102 years. 
 
But, as I've said at many funerals, it's just not true to believe that the longer people we love live, the easier it is 
to let them go. In fact, sometimes the opposite is true. People like my mom, Cecelia, are the very fabric of our 
family lives and losing them can be so hurtful. 
 
Let me tell you what has helped me cope. First and foremost, my faith (which she and my dad taught me) that 
our separation is temporary. And that as the Lord Himself promised, "for I shall see you again, our hearts filled 
with joy, a joy no one can ever take from us." 
 
But I also find strength in returning to active ministry. In the weeks since my momôs passing, I've celebrated 
weddings, baptized babies, met with engaged couples, counseled folks who are hurting, visited the sick in hos-
pitals, and celebrated Mass with you at Our Lady of Lourdes. And doing the work of my priesthood gives me 
much healing grace. 
 
I share with you here two pictures that define my life at this time. In one, I got to baptize Jillian and Kristian's 
twins (Summer and Hudson). A great experience of joy and new life on a day when sadness was especially 
acute for me. And in the other photo, me and my dear mom, Cecelia, share a hug and kiss in the rectory not too 
long before she passed. Both pictures reflect the reality of loss. 
 
We treasure and miss our beloved ones who go ahead of us, and we find peace in knowing that the more we 
turn outward, the fuller we treasure life.  
 
Thanks for all you do for me and my family. We are truly grateful to the  
people of Our Lady of Lourdes.
