Since my teen years, New York City's closeness to Long Island has been one of the great side benefits of life in the 
suburbs. I'm old enough, though, to remember the disastrous state of the city in the 1970ôs. Those days were a time 
of great sadness for those of us who treasured all that the city could be.  
 
The leadership of Mayors Giuliani and Bloomberg altered that sorry state of affairs, helped in no small part by po-
lice commissioners like Bill Bratton and Ray Kelly, and the men and women in blue. 
 
Those days of hope disappeared quickly during the pandemic and the unfortunate lack of leadership offered by the 
DeBlasio mayoralty.

DID YOU KNOW?  In 2021 Planned Parenthood killed 374.155 preborn children through abortion. As most Planned 

Parenthood facilities are closed on Sundays, thatôs 1200 children killed each day, Monday through Saturday, in 2021. There 

were only 1803 adoption referrals by Planned Parenthood in 2021, which results in 207 abortions for every adoption referral. 

For every prenatal service given, they aborted 60 babies. 10 years ago, Planned Parenthood saw 3 million clients per year. 

10% of them had abortions. Recently Planned Parenthood has been seeing about 2 million clients per year, and one in every 

5-6 of them is getting an abortion (16%-20%).  

 

ABORTION IS NOT MEDICALLY NECESSARY : Dr. Anthony Levatino, a former abortionist who later worked at one 

of the foremost high-risk obstetrics hospitals in the US said he ñsaved hundreds of women from life-threatening pregnanciesò 

but never needed to kill a preborn child. Killing is not part of medical care, despite abortion activistsô claims that it is 

medically necessary. Doctors do perform early inductions and C-sections to save pregnant mothers with life-threatening 

complications. In some cases, the child dies because it is premature. When a situation arises where if nothing is done, both 

mother and preborn child will die, the purpose of the care is to save lives. A recent Charlotte Lozier Institute study found that 

96% of all abortions are done for elective reasons. 2.5% were for the motherôs ñphysical healthò, 1.3% were due to fetal 

abnormalities, .3% were for rape/incest, and .2% were for complications that ñrisked the motherôs life or a major bodily 

function.ò In 2018, the Ireland-based Dublin Declaration with over 1,000 signatures stated, ñAs experienced practitioners and 

researchers in obstetrics and gynecology, we affirm that direct abortion ï the purposeful destruction of the unborn child ï is 

not medically necessary to save the life of a woman.ò The Alliance for Hippocratic Medicine, representing more than 30,000 

doctors in the US, issued a similar statement in a brief urging the US Supreme Court to overturn Roe v Wade in 2021: ñAs 

physicians and other healthcare professionals, we know that when we care for pregnant women, we are caring for two distinct 

patients.ò They further stated that over 90% of OB-GYNs do not commit abortions. ñIt is time for those of us in the medical 

profession to boldly defend the lives of all our patients and demand that our preborn patients be protected, and our pregnant 

patients be empowered instead of lied to.ò
