As Pope Francis
leaves, we look to
move forward
During his incredible
trip, the pope has left
us feeling mspired —
and challenged

In his final moments in the United States before boarding a plane bound for Rome, Pope Francis said
that he leaves after his epic nine-day journey that brought him to Cuba, Washington, D.C., New York

and finally Philadelphia, with “a heart full of gratitude and hope.”

After walking nearly every stage of this journey with the Holy Father — as so many members of the
media did — T have to say: The feelings are mutual. As Pope Francis departed for home, T felt my heart
swell with gratitude for the gift of his presence, his wisdom and his guidance, and hope for the future of

the American Church.

Pope Francis’ visit was nothing short of an inspirational triumph at every turn. He made us laugh, he
made us cry, he made us think outside of ourselves and focus on the forgotten: prisoners, immigrants,

young children, the elderly and the vulnerable at any stage.

We watched him talk to the world’s most powerful leaders in one breath and to some of its most
marginalized in the next. We saw him make history by canonizing the first saint on American soil. We
listened to him humbly apologize for the clergy sexual abuse crisis and pledge to do everything in his
power to make restitution. We watched him kiss babies, get fired up about family life, greet inmates
one by one, share a meal with the homeless and be taught how to work a smart board by elementary
school kids.

For me, Pope Francis’ visit to the United States was about encounter — the meeting of the one, the
Holy Father, with the other, the American people. And it was about the roadmap that extends from that
encounter. With every speech and every gesture, Pope Francis modeled for Americans his vision of

what it means to live the Christian life. Continued...

“Y ru?” he asked us all in his powerful homily Saturday morning at the Cathedral Basilica of Sts. Peter
and Paul in Philadelphia. “What about you?”” What are you going to do, he asked each of us, to answer
the call of Jesus Christ in our own lives? To identify and embrace our own individual missions?

It’s a question each of us should be asking ourselves every single day. Did I, today, move forward on
the path that God intends for me? Did I stumble? Did I stop? Did I move backwards? Did I live today
with purpose?

Like so many of us busy with watching the Holy Father’s every move, I didn’t have a lot of rest or
downtime this past week. Three cities in six days 1s a lot, especially when you factor in 18-20-hour
days, lots of writing and even more tweeting. People so generously kept asking me: How are you

holding up?

I have two quick thoughts on that, inspired by the wise words and example of our Holy Father. First, I
know that whatever semblance of exhaustion that is plaguing me — and everyone involved in
preparing for or covering Pope Francis’ visit — is miniscule compared to the exhaustion Pope Francis
must be experiencing even now. How many times did he ask for our prayers? This is not an empty

request but a heartfelt plea that we must answer.

Second, this work that I am privileged to participate in is, in part, my answer to Pope Francis’ question:
“What about you?” It’s an honor to be able to have this work in the Catholic press as my mission — to

spread, as Pope Francis said Saturday night, the goodness, truth and beauty of the Faith at every turn.

I know I am not alone. So many dedicate their lives, in various forms, to working in and for the Church.
They build up family life, minister to the weak and vulnerable, educate young people in the Faith and
fill countless other roles. This hardly means we are perfect, however, and each day we should repeat
Pope Francis’ challenge. taken from the life of St. Katharine Drexel: What about you? Each day is a
new opportunity to embrace that call.

On Sunday evening, Pope Francis boarded his plane in Philadelphia and took off for home. But he
leaves behind many hearts full of gratitude and hope — and a clear challenge for each of us to move

forward daily in our mission as Disciples of Christ.
